Project TEACH
Teen Education About Careers in Health

Project TEACH (Teen Education About Careers in Health) is a summer program at Brigham and Women’s Hospital geared to expose 10th grade students attending partnering public high schools and community agencies to health, science and medical careers. 

Project TEACH is a comprehensive program which includes a paid summer employment experience at Brigham and Women’s Hospital, informative seminars and shadowing opportunities for students to learn about various health professions, presentations on the various pipeline health career programs, and educational opportunities for participants to be more academically prepared in math and science as they continue high school.

Project TEACH will accept a total of 20 students from the following schools/agency for the pilot summer program:  Boston Latin Academy, Health Careers Academy and Sociedad Latina.
Students will begin work in their departments in the beginning of July.  Students will work Monday through Thursday, for six hours each day.  

Participants will have opportunities to shadow health care professionals in the emergency department, operating room and on patient rounds.  This type of direct exposure to what exactly goes on in a hospital is geared to stimulate excitement and interest in the Project TEACH participants.  

Weekly, Project TEACH students will participate in seminars focused on topics such as self-esteem, high school preparation, and financial management.  Twice during the summer, students will attend presentations of the different health and science programs offered to Boston students.
The goal of these presentations is to educate and inform Project TEACH students of the multitude of internships opportunities geared to youth.  Current Students Success Jobs Program participants will also facilitate a panel discussion with Project TEACH students to guide them in preparing to apply for high school internships.
Project TEACH participants take rigorous math and science courses during the summer months before they enter the 10th grade, these students will be better prepared for the academic year.
Each Friday morning for four hours, students will attend math and science courses taught by certified teachers which would benefit them for the future.
Parents of participating students will be involved in Project TEACH.  All parents will be invited to “Bring Your Parent to Work Day” in the middle of the summer.  Students will escort their parent to his/her department, introduce department staff and give his/her parent a tour of the hospital.
