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Overview

The Visiting Clerkship Program (VCP) provides support for fourth-year and qualified third-year medi-
cal students from groups underrepresented in medicine as defined by the AAMC, including, but not
limited to African-American, Hispanic/Latino and American Indian/Alaska Native, to participate in
the Harvard Medical School Exchange Clerkship Program. It was designed to:

Increase awareness of opportunities in academic medicine

Increase consideration of academic training programs for internship and residency
Increase the number of minority students applying to HMS-affiliated hospital training
programs

The Visiting Clerkship Program is sponsored by the Minority Faculty Development Program of the
Harvard Medical School Office for Diversity Inclusion and Community Partnership.



Visiting Clerkship Program

Program Details

Eligibility

Eligible participants are: US citizens or permanent residents, full-time, fourth-year medical students in good
standing at accredited US and Canadian medical schools. Third-year students who have completed their core
clerkships in medicine, surgery, pediatrics, and obstetrics are also eligible. In addition to completion of core
requirements, all students applying to the VCP must have completed USMLE Step 1 prior to the start of their
rotation. Students remain registered at their own schools while participating in exchange clerkships at Har-
vard Medical School. They are not officially enrolled as students at Harvard University.

Length

Clerkships at HMS are offered year round, and each clerkship lasts for four weeks. Students may rotate
throughout the year, HOWEVER, the VCP only provides stipend support for students participating in clerk-
ships in May through November.

Mentoring and Networking

VCP participants are assigned a faculty advisor and offered opportunities to network with HMS faculty, stu-
dents, and staff. A lunch or dinner meeting for faculty and students is held during each rotation.

Course Offerings

The Visiting Clerkship Program participants can take elective courses at Harvard Medical School. Please view
electives in the online catalog: medcatalog.harvard.edu. Participants also have access to the Harvard Medical
School Countway Library, hospital seminars, and hospital workshops.

Financial Assistance

The Visiting Clerkship Program will issue a stipend to out-of-state participants upon completion of the pro-
gram. The stipend is designed to reimburse travel to and from Boston and housing while in Boston. The Pro-
gram will also waive the HMS Registrar’s Office application processing fee.

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Application

Email the Visiting Clerkship Program at vcp_hpsp@hms.harvard.edu to receive a VCP application and a list of
required forms all applicants must provide. Applicants are also required to complete the HMS application in
VSAS. The VCP will then act as the applicant’s liaison for the HMS Registrar’s Office to ease the remainder of
the application process. Final notice of awarded clerkships will come from the HMS Registrar’s Office.

Rotation Dates and Deadlines

The HMS Registrar’s Office maintains strict dead-
lines. Applicants must complete their application on
the HMS Exchange Clerkship website at least 3
months in advance of the preferred clerkship
month.

In order to be competitive, the VCP strongly recom-
mends applicants submit the VCP application before
the Exchange Clerkship deadline. See the chart on
the right for rotation dates and corresponding dead-
lines for the 2021-2022 season. The VCP supports
May through November clerkships only.
