Domestic violence is a serious health issue.  Annually, about 1 million Americans are physically or sexually abused by an intimate partner.  About 85% of victims are women. (Department of Justice, 2001).  The health-related costs of rape, physical assault, stalking, and homicide by intimate partners in the US exceed $5.8 billion each year.  Of this total, nearly $4.1 billion are for direct medical and mental health care services and productivity losses account for nearly $1.8 billion. (CDC, 2003)

Passageway, a domestic violence program of the Office for Women, Family and Community Programs at Brigham and Women’s Hospital develops and supports safe interventions to domestic violence through advocacy, training/education, community linkages, and evaluation.

We offer free, confidential and voluntary support to patients and employees who are experiencing abuse in intimate relationships.

We provide consultation, training, and technical assistance to health care providers in addressing domestic violence.

We work with community agencies and providers to build a stronger network of services.

We conduct quality improvement projects and evaluations to ensure that interventions are effective.
