**In an Emergency, Call 9-1-1, Do NOT use the 
G-Tube** 

Bring your child to the Emergency Department at 
Boston Children’s Hospital (BCH) within 1-2 
hours to have the tube put back in. If you 
cannot get there within 2 hours, go to the 
nearest hospital and call your BCH doctor when 
you arrive. 
Before going to the ED: 
o Cover child’s belly with gauze and tape. 
o Bring the original tube with you, so the ED 

staff will know the size and type of G-tube
